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What is the Biggest Threat to 
Hunting and Wildlife in Georgia?

Ask this question of a group of outdoorsmen and they'll give lots of different responses:coyotes,fire
ants,anti-hunting organizations,hunting lease prices,and on and on.

But the biggest threat to hunting in Georgia is loss of habitat. When there is no place for wildlife to live
and thrive……..there is no wildlife.

Georgia is one of the fastest growing states in the nation. Individuals and businesses are drawn to the
sunny south. It is like the land of milk and honey. From the state's economic point of view there are some good
things about rapid growth. It does fuel the economy — at least in the short term. But from a wildlife point of
view most growth is detrimental.

Those of us who live within 50-75 miles of Atlanta are getting a real taste of growth. And to most of us it
doesn't taste very good. This metro sprawl brings homeowners higher taxes and more crime and traffic
congestion in our communities.The primary growth areas in Georgia are the Atlanta area,North Georgia
Mountains and the coast.This growth is gobbling up farm land and forest land like there is no tomorrow. And
there is no tomorrow for the wildlife that is displaced by the shopping centers and housing developments.

A recent article in the Atlanta Journal-Constitution points out that the housing dip is slowing sprawl in
the 13-county metro area.The article says developers are no longer gobbling up metro Atlanta land — they're
merely nibbling. To determine the rate of development in this 13-county area the Atlanta Regional Commission
compares aerial photos shot in different years to see how forested and agricultural land is changing. To give you
an idea of the wildlife habitat lost,they estimated 112,000 acres were developed from February 2003 to February
2005.Granted, the photos show the highest growth area in the state,but that's also 175 square miles in two
years.The point the article was making was that sprawl in the 13-county metro area has slowed down. We all
know this is a temporary thing and that development wil l be going full speed again as soon as the housing
market adjusts to the recent problems.

It is a fact that Georgia is losing wildlife habitat at an alarming rate.We must focus on protecting the

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remaining quality habitat in the state for species that are declining in numbers and we also
must protect the larger tracts of land that are continuous undeveloped space required to
sustain many species.The mechanism for identifying this land is the State Wildlife Action Plan
(SWAP).It defines the lands in Georgia that need protection. This plan was prepared by a huge
group of conservation-minded people,including hunters and anglers,who represented all sectors of
Georgia.We have the roadmap in SWAP. Now we need the funding to obtain the appropriate type of protection.

Georgia needs a dedicated fund to purchase these crit ical lands when they become available.We cannot
let large tracts of land like Oaky Woods WMA disappear because there are no funds.It is imperative that we find
a way to protect this crit ical habitat for wildlife and to provide recreational opportunities for those who enjoy
the outdoors.

The Georgia Wildlife Federation will work with the Governor and General Assembly to find a
permanent source of funds or some mechanism to purchase or protect this land in some way. The
communications system we use to keep you informed and provide you the opportunity to voice your opinion to
the state's decision makers is the Camo Coalition. If you aren't a member, but you value your abilit y to hunt and
fish…..join now.

Much can be said for and about the world of camouflage. Camouflage can be found in all different
shapes,sizes,patterns and colors.Since the beginning of time camouflage has played a role in the world of
warfare,hunting, and fashion. This has grown from humble beginnings to a multi-mil lion dollar industry.
Camouflage has been created to mimic almost everything that we find in the natural world of the outdoors,
from color, to dirt, branches and leaves,and even to shadows for the 3D effect.

The first of the three major camouflage uses that come to mind is military or warfare. Camouflage
has been, and stil l is,used for everything from concealing equipment and supplies to the individual
uniforms worn by our troops. This camo has advanced with technology through the years from the olive
drab or khaki to the camo patterns of the modern day military such as the woodland pattern, the tiger
stripe of the jungle,the desert pattern (an expanded coloration of the woodland pattern), to the present day
digital pattern. All of the patterns serve only one purpose:to help conceal any movement or outline 
of an image.

Secondly is the wide world of hunting camo and a wide world it is. This camo derives its humble
beginnings from the old woodland military pattern and probably an even earlier home-made version, the
tie dyed version, in which clothing was actually tied in knots and dipped in dye to create an actual
camouflage pattern on the garment. Since that time,creative entrepreneurs have designed and
manufactured camo patterns representing most any terrain in the world, for any season of the year. With
modern technology,some of this camouflage not only offers vision concealment, but scent protection as
well. It can be a bit complex and confusing for today's sportsman when deciding exactly what is needed for
a particular situation. Choice of camouflage is,in my opinion, an individual decision based on the likes
and wants of each person. It doesn't matter which camo you choose;if you can't be stil l and quiet, you're
not going to be a very successful hunter.

Lastly,and a force to be reckoned with, is the camouflage fashion statement. It is now considered
stylish to wear “designer camouflage.” Designer camouflage is a dressed-up or trendy version of our
favorite camouflage stitched into jeans,sport jackets,dresses,boots,and a wide variety of shirts and hats.
Contrary to the purpose of camo in the first two applications,fashion camo is designed to help wearers
stand out — to make the hot fashion statement.

Whether you wear camouflage for military, hunting, or just hanging out, you've got plenty to choose
from. Until the next pattern arrives,keep on hiding out — or standing out — in your favorite camo. Make
your own choices,as hard as it might seem, and good luck with each of your endeavors.

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Representative Bob Lane: A True Friend of Sportsmen

The creation, the passage,and the establishment of sound conservation law are essential to the successful
management of our natural resources in Georgia.Oftentimes successes in conservation start with our state legislators,
who must ensure that conservation laws are beneficial to both Georgians and wildlife.One such state legislator, Bob
Lane,a businessman and representative of Bryan and Bulloch Counties,has a proven track record of his own in
fostering sound conservation legislation in Georgia.

Bob Lane is from Statesboro, Georgia where he grew up hunting and fishing. He was elected to the Georgia
House of Representatives in 1981.He has served the needs of those who elected him by serving on numerous
committees during his tenure in the legislature and represented his district well. Over the years his commitment to
sound natural resource management earned him the position of Chairman of the Game,Fish and Parks Committee
which he was awarded in 1997.

He is without question the most qualified representative to hold this position for two reasons.The first is
because of his experience in the General Assembly, but, the second, and most important, is because he is an avid
sportsman.He is a bird hunting and redbreast fishing fanatic. Chairman Lane usually has between 20 and 30 bird
dogs that he raises and trains himself. He hunts quail the month of November and most of December and anytime he
can get away after the legislative session begins in early January. He has taken all five species of quail in the US using
his own bird dogs. During the spring, you will likely find him with a bucket of crickets fishing for redbreast on the
Ogeechee River near his home.Because of his love of the outdoors and his experience in the field, Bob knows and
understands the issues and can "speak the language" with sportsmen. His opinion is well respected by other General
Assembly members because they trust Bob knows about hunting and fishing and uses good judgment concerning
legislation on wildlife issues.

He has taken his sportsman's roots and his passion for wildlife seriously in facilitating the passage of sound
conservation laws and sifted out conservation policies that were bad for Georgians and detrimental to our natural
resources.He has covered the spectrum, sponsoring legislation for protection of gun rights,the bobwhite quail
init iative,prescribed burning, wildlife control permits,cast nets,bag limit increases for deer,alligator hunting,
protection of deer hunting with dogs,the right to hunt and fish,dove hunting regulations,shrimp legislation, red
drum legislation, threatened and endangered species protection, and much more.

Bob Lane has provided outstanding leadership in conservation legislation and policy. He has taken a strong
stance in defending the ethical "fair chase" traditions of hunting and fishing in Georgia.As a result of his stance for
good conservation, our natural resources will continue to be protected and conserved for future generations.Bob
Lane is as good as it gets when it comes to having someone representing the interests of sportsmen and protecting the
wildlife that we all care about.
